9-4: 
Circle Time- these apply to circle time every day.



Good morning song: Sing a good morning song such as




Good morning





Good morning 




Good morning to you




Good morning




Good morning




And how do you do? (tune of Row Row Row Your Boat)

Prayer: ask the Lord’s blessing on the day ahead, thank Him for all He has done and for the opportunity to be together. Also pray for the safety of the children and all of the families. Allow and encourage children to add to the group prayer.

Welcome song: This is our name song. Make cards (give each child an identifying color, animal or fruit, etc. and include this on card) with each child’s name (make sure you write this in the font they will be using in Kindergarten, with only the first letter of the name capitalized), address, phone number and birthday.

Songs: This is where you sing the theme-related songs and any others you choose. You can also add musical instruments

Puppet Skit: You can have several theme-related puppets that you alternate or a favorite puppet, perhaps dressed in clothing appropriate to the month’s themes.  Unless otherwise noted on the lesson plan chart, discuss theme-related topics, and have the puppet tell the children what activities they will be doing that day, talk with the children about the evening before, ask if they have anything special to share.

Calendar: Our calendar system is awesome! Buy a large white posterboard and divide like this: 
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Each day of the month there is a different color, shape & number combination. Review this daily by asking the children what day, number, color and shape it is and the children will learn these quickly! Try this song: (to the tune of Oh My Darlin’) 

There are 7 days

There are 7 days

There are 7 days in a week

Sunday Monday Tuesday Wednesday Thursday Friday Saturday (repeat)
The 2nd time around, stop on the day it is, and have the CHILDREN say it.

Use Velcro, tacky or masking tape to attach.

Weather: Purchase a presentation board or display on wall. Have the children decide the current weather and post in board with your own or weather kit included.

Story of Week: We have suggested a book of the week, but feel free to use a comparable book if unavailable. You can purchase the suggested books on our sire through Amazon if you like. www.kidsofthekingdomonline .com  (located under the topic ”Additional Teacher Resources”

Follow lesson plan chart. Most are self-explanatory, it will be noted if extra information is needed for you.

Learning center chart. You can do these many ways. I suggest purchasing poster board and taking pictures of each center. Glue each picture on the board, writing the name on top. Cover with contact paper for durability. Give each child a small cardstock piece of paper with his or her name (or photo of themselves), cover with contact paper for durability and apply a small square of Velcro to the back. Apply small circles or squares of Velcro under each photo of the centers on the board. Apply, for example, 3 circles, under the science center photo if you only want 3 children there at one time.

Teacher Helper Chart: Make a chart with contact paper-covered poster board. Decide which jobs your would like children to participate in for the day or week. The children check the chart to see if their names and/or photos are listed under each job. Be sure to illustrate each job as well as write the words. You can also use this on a presentation board for portability. 

Noodle nametags: You will need dry pasta, glue, coloring supplies, and scissors. Write each child’s name and allow them to “trace” by gluing pasta on letters.

9-5:
You will need a flannel board, side of cabinet or other flat surface. Use the included flannel board stories and attach tape, tacky or Velcro to the back of each word & illustration (please cut these out) depending on which “flannel board” surface you choose. The words are underlined for easy display reference while you read the stories. Make sure the are already in order and ready to go each time you use them.

You will need sandpaper. Cut out letter ”a” shapes with the sandpaper pattern. Use the pattern to make enough for each child. Have them use the sides of crayons and pencils/colored pencils to rub on plain paper over top of the letter a sandpaper.

9-6
Apple printing: cut a few apples, (some sideways, some lengthwise) allowing each child to discover the insides of them, Briefly discuss seeds and their purpose. Now is also a great time to talk about the story of Adam & Eve. Pour some red paint into shallow dishes or foam produce trays & allow the children to dip & stamp with them on the enclosed tree page. Be sure to provide aprons or old shirts.
9-7
Color red reflection. You will need a sheet of sheet of white paper and some red cellophane. Write on the paper with both black crayons & red crayons. Cover with red saran wrap and watch the red crayon “disappear” Ask the children why they think this happens. Explain that the color red is reflected without the red cellophane, but absorbed with it.


Make a “First Week of School”. Allow the children to decorate the cover with crayons, markers, colored pencils, pastels, chalk, etc. and write a short story about their first week of school with large pencils (with help) on the enclosed cover and writing page. Staple writing page in 2 sheets of construction paper each and allow the children to glue the covers to the front.

9-10
Introduce number 1 (enclosed number sheet) Allow the children to count 1 of some object.


Make a chart of children’s favorite colors. Note there is a different charting topic each day for the next two weeks. You will need markers, large newsprint sheets or posterboard.


Example:
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red .

yelow . .

blue .

purple . . .






You can also use write & wipe board or chalkboard for this. Try to include the colors & shapes we are learning in the chart.


Make place mats with plain paper. Allow the children to paint these with watercolors. Attach to construction paper and cover with clear contact paper for durability. 

9-11 Make paper plate faces with paper plates & yarn. Allow them to decorate with flesh and eyes colored crayons. Have them glue the yarn on. You will need to help them cut the yarn.

9-12 Have the children trace their hands several times on various colored construction paper  and help them cut out these shapes. They can glue, color and arrange them on another sheet of construction paper any way they like.

9-13 Make dough frames 

1 cup salt 1 cup water 1/2 cup flour

Have the children make “snakes” and line up in frame shape on frame patterns (enclosed) Glue “snake” to frame and allow to dry overnight.
 

9-14

paint & decorate frames   

Make silhouettes. You will need a flashlight, chalk, glue & tape. Have each child sit sideways in a chair near the wall. Hold a flashlight up to the side of each child’s face and trace the profile on a black piece of paper with chalk. Cut out each profile & have the children glue the shapes to a white sheet of paper entitled “Profile of a great kid” (you will write this.)

9-17
Introduce circles (enclosed shape sheet)

 You will need burlap cut into approximately 6 inch circles and needle-tipped laces or yarn with tape on the ends (to make a needle & thread) Have the children “sew” with burlap circles & needle-tipped laces.

9-18 Paint a class mural with brushes. Use butcher paper or large newsprint sheets taped together. 

9-19 Brush paint on newsprint, one sheet each child.

9-20 You will need retail advertisements and/or magazines with pictures of household goods. After discussing hot things & fire safety, have the children make a collage with scissors & glue and attach to construction paper.

9-21

Make an “All About Me” Book in the same manner as the book last week.

9-24

introduce number 2, Follow self-explanatory lesson plan all week.

9-26
Make a family quilt (as per instructions on lesson plan) by giving each child squares of construction paper to decorate with crayons, markers, colored pencils and or collage materials & glue. Tape these together after everyone is finished (on the back side) to make a quilt

Tips on how to include God in your daily program:

Discipline: Always stress the importance to the children of listening to what your heart tells you that God says is right and wrong. Explain to them that when we choose to listen to God we please Him. When we choose to disobey what our heart is telling us, we make God sad about what we did. Explain that God always loves us no matter what, but that by being “good” we make Him proud. Encourage the children to pray and ask God’s forgiveness in Jesus’ name when they disobey, and ask them if they need some time alone to do so. Never force the issue but state in a loving way and respect each child’s decision, as God allows us to make our own too. Regardless, always follow through with an “earthly” consequence such as a loss of privilege  (
Sickness & Injuries: Ask God to help the child feel better in Jesus’ name.

Fear: Remind the child that God is always with them and there is nothing EVER to fear.

All of the issues that come up in the children’s days can be approached from a Biblical, Christian perspective. Pray, read your Bible and have faith that God is using you at this very moment to make a huge difference in the building of your children’s foundations of life.
